To commemorate the historic Talbot Street Bridge, we propose relocating the Bridge's two main steel
girders to the Lyttonsville Purple Line Station.

One girder will be mounted horizontally on a 12" tall concrete plinth between the Capital Crescent Trail
and the rail line.

The other girder will be cutinto two pieces and oriented vertically beside the upper and lower entrances of
the elevator tower.

W aterjet-cut stainless steel panels will be attached to both sides of both girders archiving the history of the
Lyttonsville Community.
